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SCOPE AND CONTENT STATEMENT 
 
The collection contains session and congregational minutes, Sunday School records, 
financial records, land records, and deeds.  The records of several Christian society’s 
formed by church members include the Woman’s Home and Foreign Missionary Society, 
the Women’s Circle, Society of Willing Workers, the Mite Society, the Christian 
Endeavor Society, and the Junior Christian Endeavor Society.  The final part of the 
collection is comprised of photos of pastors, the church, and general photos regarding the 
church.

The Greencastle Presbyterian Church was founded in 1825 by Isaac Reed.  Around 1870 
the Greencastle 1st Presbyterian Church united with the Greeencastle 2nd Presbyterian 
Church and became a united church.  Greencastle is located in Putnam County, Indiana in 
the west central part of the state.

The collection was donated by Mrs. Max Herriott in 1998 on behalf of the church.  The 
Mite Society treasurer’s book was donated by Jean Marvel and Edna Hartman on Sep. 15, 
1983.  The photograph of John S. Jennings was donated by Sarah F. Walls to the 
Greencastle Church on Apr. 7, 1927
