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SCOPE AND CONTENT STATEMENT

The Bohemian began with a commencement extra printed in June 1882 to announce the
publication, which would begin with the next school year. The monthly journal was the
product of Hanover College students and a yearly subscription cost $1.50. The front and
back covers have been printed with blue paper.

The contents of the journal include recollections of early days at Hanover, student
literary writings, four chapters of a story entitled “A Romance of Hanover,” poetry, short
plays, personal ads, editorials, book reviews, public announcements, and advertisements.
Some faculty members also contributed to the journal. The publication’s tone reflects the
student’s social nature though there are sporadic academic articles by faculty.

PROVENANCE

The ten issues of The Bohemian are part of the early collections of Hanover College. All
ten issues have been bound into one book, which has been placed in the archives. An
additional copy is on reference for Special Collections.
