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SCOPE AND CONTENT STATEMENT 
 
The Journal of Hanover College is a combined publication of the faculty, president and 
students of Hanover College.  Pres. Daniel W. Fisher acted as supervisory editor and 
three members of the faculty aided as editors and worked with the students to produce the 
journal. 
 
The purpose of the journal is to strengthen the relationship between alumni and the 
current students and faculty of Hanover College.  Articles are contributed by the faculty, 
who discuss scholarly issues related to the school like teaching practices, educational 
issues, history of the school and the surrounding area, and religious issues.  A topic of 
most issues is entitled “Historical Men” and it gives biographical sketches and 
contributive histories of several presidents and faculty of Hanover College and ministers 
of the Indiana Theological Seminary.  The alumni section of the journal includes 
“Alumni Notes,” which gives brief synopses of the current positions and experiences of 
alumni.  The undergraduate department writes articles about the Y.M.C.A., literary 
societies, fraternities, and activities of the students.

The eight volumes of The Journal of Hanover College have been part of the early 
collections of Hanover College.  Each group of four volumes was bound into a single 
book, which makes two bound books in this collection.
