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SCOPE AND CONTENT STATEMENT 
 
The Crowe was a publication written by junior and sophomore students of Hanover 
College.  The contents of the magazine included articles on student life, fiction, 
editorials, athletics, advertisements, and alumni notes similar to The Journal of Hanover 
College, but not quite as extensive. 
 
The Journal of Hanover College ended its publications at volume eight.  The Crowe 
begins at volume nine, and the students must have felt they were continuing the legacy of 
the earlier publication.  However, excluding the valuable alumni notes in The Crowe, the 
level of scholarship between the two journals is contrastive.  The Crowe is a student 
publication with an emphasis on student life and entertainment instead of academics. 
 
PROVENANCE 
 
Issues of The Crowe became part of the collections of Hanover College immediately after 
their publication.  There is no information about any further issues of the magazine after 
May 1904.  The issues from Apr. 1902 to May 1904 have been bound into a single 
volume.
