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SCOPE AND CONTENT STATEMENT 
 
The contents of the collection include historical articles on prominent individuals in the 
history of Hanover College.  There are several pictures of group organizations and 
students in various issues.  The main changes of formatting in the magazine come after 
changes of presidency at Hanover College.  During Pres. Parker’s and Pres. Horner’s 
administration the Bulletin became smaller and more of a basic informational and 
promotional tool of news in the college and not an academic publication.  Before their 
presidency’s one issue a year carried the texts of commencement speeches and the events 
of graduation. 
 
PROVENANCE 
 
The bulletins are part of the early collections of Hanover College.  Volumes of issues 
were bound into single volumes and presented in that format.  Unfortunately at some 
point after being bound, several issues were cut out of the volume.  The predominantly 
missing issue is March, though there are other missing issues as well. 
 
An error in the volume numbers begins in April 1951 when the volume number 43 is 
repeated for a year instead of becoming 44.  The mistake is never corrected in subsequent 
volumes.  A [sic] follows the issues from Apr. 1951 to Feb. 1952 to note the error, and 
than the numbering, though incorrect, is followed as it appears on further magazines.  It 
appears that this error is corrected when volume number 52 is skipped and the Oct. 1961 
issue is listed as volume 53, no. 1.
