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SCOPE AND CONTENT STATEMENT 
 
Kennings is an annual literary journal continued from the magazine Hill Thoughts.  Like 
the earlier publication, Kennings contains short stories, poems, and essays.  The majority 
of the contributions are by students in a magazine much larger than Hill Thoughts. 
 
BIOGRAPHICAL STATEMENT 
 
The preface of the first edition of Kennings explains the magazine’s departure from Hill 
Thoughts.  An excerpt from the editors follows:  “Kennings is a new departure from that 
publication known as Hill Thoughts.  In name the publication is new; in the addition of 
color, of perfect binding, and hopefully as a result, a reformed character, the publication 
is new.  But the superficial changes evident in Kennings are the results of a deeper and 
more total transition.  The change was first observed in Hill Thoughts of 1966.  Artwork 
and photography were added to the traditional contents—poems, short stories, and 
essays” (Kennings, Vol. 27, 1967, p. vii).  Following the preface of vol. 27 the editors 
explain the origin of the name Kennings, which is based on Germanic poetry.
