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SCOPE AND CONTENT STATEMENT

The Philalethean Literary Society Collection contains the records of its society and its
two parent societies, the Philosophronean and Whig Societies, which joined to form the
Philaletheans in 1840. The collection includes the minutes of the two earlier
organizations and the records of the Philalethean society’s constitution, bylaws, minute
books, treasurer’s books, and catalogs of the society’s library.

BIOGRAPHICAL STATEMENT

Both the Union Literary Society and Philosophronean Literary Society were formed on
Dec. 2, 1830 with nine students and ten students respectively joining the societies. Until
1832 the two groups coexisted in a General Society, but then the ULS motioned to
separate, and the societies divided.

On Oct. 30, 1840 the Philosophronean Literary Society and the Whig Society joined
together and called the new organization the Zelomathean Literary Society. However,
just a few days later on Nov. 6, 1840 the society renamed itself the Philalethean Literary
Society. The records of this group continued until 1917. (Data taken from Frank S.
Baker’s Glimpses of Hanover’s Past: 1827-1977).

PROVENANCE

The Philalethean Literary Society collection has been part of the Hanover College library
since the early days of the school. The library books owned by the society were donated
to the college in 1904. It is likely that the books in this collection were donated to the
college around the 1920s.

RESTRICTIONS AND PERMISSIONS

Though these records are housed as Hanover College materials, student society records
are not the literary property of the college. They are collective records of a student
organization independent of the school, but which are owned and fall under the
jurisdiction of the policies and procedures of this archives. Permission to publish whole
documents from the collection, or publication of these materials on the Internet, or any
electronic environment, still requires a written proposal approved by the archivist of
Hanover College.

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MICROFILM NOTE

The Philosophronean Society minutes 1830-1834, Whig Society minutes 1838-1840, and
the Philalethean Literary Society minutes 1840-1863 were microfilmed in Nov., 1970.
These materials were loaned to the Indiana Historical Society Library by Hanover
College through William E. Wilson. Frederic Luther Co. microfilmed the materials and
then they were returned to Hanover College.
