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SCOPE AND CONTENT STATEMENT 
 
Samuel R. Wilson’s biographical sketch contains some of his basic genealogy and a 
family history.  His educational and professional opportunities as a Presbyterian minister 
are discussed as well as his familial experiences during his life. 
 
BIOGRAPHICAL STATEMENT 
 
Samuel Ramsey Wilson was born in Cincinnati, Ohio on June 4, 1818.  He received a 
B.A. and A.M from Hanover College in 1836 and 1840 respectively.  He earned a D.D. 
from Miami University in Ohio in 1856.  He was licensed to preach in New Brunswick 
on April 5, 1840 and was ordained by the Cincinnati Presbytery on April 26, 1842.  He 
served as a co-pastor of the 1st Presbyterian Church in Cincinnati from 1842-1861 and 
beginning in 1846 he was the pastor of the church.  From 1862-1863 he worked as the 
pastor of the Grand Street Church in New York City.  He then spent the next two years as 
the pastor of the Mulberry Church in Kentucky.  In 1865 he began his fifteen years of 
duties as pastor of the 1st Preby. Church in Louisville, KY.  He moved to Madison, 
Indiana in 1880 and served as the pastor there until 1882 when he became the pastor at 
East Scranton, Pennsylvania.  After one year there he became a resident of Scranton.  
Wilson died on March 3, 1886 in Louisville, KY.  (Biographical data was taken from the 
“Alumni Record: 1827-1927,” Bulletin of Hanover College, Vol. 20 No. 4, Jan. 1, 1928, 
p. 22).
