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SCOPE AND CONTENT STATEMENT

The collection contains two documents of the minutes of the seminary board of directors
when the Indiana Theological Seminary was in Hanover, Indiana. A narrative discusses a
$15,000 donation of Elias Ayres to the seminary and the removal of the seminary from
Hanover to New Albany, Indiana.

BIOGRAPHICAL STATEMENT

Professor John Matthews arrived at Hanover College in October 1829 and began the
Indiana Seminary. The seminary was part of Hanover’s theology department. The
Synod of Indiana of the Presbyterian Church agreed to financially support the seminary.
However, the finances were problematic and on July 9, 1834 Hanover College’s Board of
Trustee began its first steps in dissolving its relationship with the seminary.

In 1841 the seminary moved to New Albany, but problems forced the school to close in
1857. In 1859 Cyrus McCormick gave financial backing to the school if it could be
moved to Chicago. Since then the school has been known as the McCormick Theological
Seminary.
