BIOGRAPHICAL STATEMENT 
 
Allen Palmer Tallman was born in Chicago, Illinois on August 22, 1884 to Dr. Elihu D. 
and Anna A. (Palmer) Tallman.  He attended Hanover College, the University of Chicago 
and studied law at the University of Toledo.  In 1907 he became associated with the 
Sherwin-Williams Company and served in many positions until being put in charge of the 
testing laboratory.  Upon leaving Sherwin-Williams he served as a chemist for the Ozark 
Smelting & Mining Company. Later he rejoined the Sherwin-Williams Company being in 
charge of the research laboratory at the company’s main plant in Cleveland, Ohio.  In 
1918 he bought a varnish company and renamed it The Tallman Company, Inc. of which 
he was president and general manager.  In 1920 the company merged into the Oxford 
Varnish Corporation where he served as chairman of the board. 
 
Tallman married Alice J. Davis on September 5, 1908.  They became the parents of six 
children.  Mr. Tallman was regarded as one of Toledo’s leading citizens.
