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SCOPE AND CONTENT STATEMENT

The collection includes biographical information on three pioneer Switzerland Co., IN
families and also a document listing eight generations of descendants of Benedict Von
Buren. The majority of the collection includes letters written in French and English from
the Buren family, a few miscellaneous letters, and a book of letters between Benjamin
Schenck and his wife Celestine Schenck.

BIOGRAPHICAL STATEMENT

Within folder 1 of the collection are two items of biographical information regarding the
Burens, Schencks, and the Thiebauds.

PROVENANCE

Mrs. Celestine Eliot, a great-granddaughter of U.P. Schenck an early pioneer of
Switzerland county, Indiana, gave these letters to Mrs. Lanny Beach with the instructions
that the collection of letters be donated to an archive in Indiana. It appears from the
contents of the letters that Celestine Danelli retrieved many of these letters from
Switzerland relatives when she visited Europe. The collection was donated by Mrs.
Lanny Beach in April 1982. The genealogy information must have been donated after
1992, but there isn’t a record of who donated it.
