The Salem Presbytery was the first presbytery of Indiana and was formed in 1824 and
was part of the Synod of Kentucky until the Synod of Indiana was formed on May 29,
1826 (Frank S. Baker’s The Hanover Presbyterian Church: 1820-1970, p. 62.) For
further information on the boundaries of the presbytery, please view the maps available in
the archives.

PROVENANCE

Since Hanover College’s roots are in Presbyterianism, many records throughout Indiana
have been donated to the Presbyterian Archives of Hanover College.
