BIOGRAPHICAL STATEMENT

Biographical information on Rev. Charles Hutchinson was not available. From his diary,
it is known that he was the first pastor of the New Albany Third Presbyterian Church.

PROVENANCE

Since Hanover College’s roots are in Presbyterianism, many records throughout Indiana
have been donated at various times to the Presbyterian Archives of Hanover College.
